You will need to bring a basic took kit of a jumper (to keep warm), ruler, pencil, rubber, craft  

trimmer, craft knife, reamer, bone scorer, double sided & foam tape & glues along to all classes, including those 
in which a kit is provided. 

 
CARDS 

It is required that newbie stampers attend the Intro to Stamping class before attempting the more advanced 
stamping classes.  
 
INTRODUCTION TO STAMPING (SC) 
Learn the basics you need to start stamping. This is a hands on class where you will learn all about the types of inks we 
use, embossing and so much more. Fun and informative. This class is also great for scrapbookers wanting to stamp in 
your scrapbooks. All materials supplied, no need to bring anything.  
DRESS IT UP (RJ) 
You’ve had hats & shoes, now add the dress to the collection. Robyn has 4 cards - a skirt, a hat & 2 featuring frocks, all 
with the attention to the little details that make Robyn’s cards so gorgeous. A kit will be available at the class.  
PRETTY SHABBY CHIC CARDS (DB) 
Create 7 very pretty cards, finished off in the shabby chic style. These cards suit a variety of occasions, & are made with 
beautiful papers & diecuts from Graphic 45. A kit will be available for the class, please bring your basic tool kit, an edge 
distresser & a beige coloured ink. 
CUTTLEBUG CARDS (JULY REPEAT & NEW AUGUST CLASS) (SN) 
The Christmas Countdown is officially on, with these Christmas themed card class. If you own, or can beg, borrow or 
steal a Cuttlebug, please bring it to class, along with any folders & dies. A kit will be available to purchase at the class, 
containing all the supplies you will need to complete your card. Don’t forget your basic tool kit. 
WATERFALL CARDS (KT)  
*Construction card class*. Learn the mechanics of constructing beautiful Waterfall cards, then create 2 eyecatching 
cards that are great to adapt for cardmaking & scrapbooking pages alike. Check for a requirements list. 
PRISMACOLOUR PRACTICE (SC) 
This class is all about colouring. You won’t be leaving with any cards, but you will have learnt how to colour & shade 
using Prismacolour Premier (wax based, not watercolour) pencils. If you have Prisma pencils (or another brands  
equivalent) please bring them, along with stumps & thinner (ask if you have no idea what I’m talking about) 
ONE FOR THE BOYS (RJ) 
Just in time for Father’s Day, or any other “blokey” occasions. Rob has 2 construction cards & a simpler design for you to 
complete in this class, as well as plenty of ideas for more. A kit will be available for this class. Bring your basic tool kit.  
 

PAPERARTS 
3D FLORAL FANTASY WORKSHOP (AL) 
Create a spectacular 3D vase of flowers to hang on your wall. This dimensional artwork has been designed to be  
displayed in a shadow box for maximum effect. You will learn how to construct several styles of roses, blossoms & 
leaves from nothing more than a little paper or cardstock & ink. Take the techniques you learn & apply them to your 
future projects & make them your own unique masterpiece. Please ask for your requirements list when booking.  
ART FRAMES (JM) 
Art frames & shadow boxes are all the go in home décor at the moment. Come along & Jini will guide you through the 
creation of 3 unique & special little frames. After completing this 3 hour class you’ll be brimming with confidence & ideas 
aplenty to make more of these little gems. They also make a great gift, and Fathers Day is just around the corner.  
Followed by Christmas. EEEK!! Please note, the canvas on which the shadow boxes are mounted is not part of the 
class, you will be assembling the shadow boxes only. A kit is available at the class, please ask for an extras  
requirements list when booking.  
 

SCRAPBOOKING 
It is recommended that all newbie scrappers attend the Scrapbooking Intro class. You must supply all your own  
consumables, materials & adhesives, for all classes. Please check at time of booking for any additional class  
requirements.  
INTRO TO SCRAPBOOKING (DB) 
A free class covering the basics of scrapbooking. You will need to bring 4 photos, 2 of which can be cropped to 4” 
square. Basic tools will be supplied, papers and supplies can be purchased on the day. 
THREE FROM THREE (JH) 
Want to be thrifty but creative too, or just love some paper so much that you want to use every last bit of it? In this class 
you will follow my sketches to create 3 single page layouts from 3 pieces of patterned paper. Ask for the materials list.  
FOLLOW THAT SKETCH (JH) 
Follow Jenny’s sketch for a single page layout, with a little extra, & then make it your own unique creation with your 
choice of papers & embellishments. A materials list will be provided.  
 

SCRAPHAPPY (JC) 
Drowning in paper & card scraps? Julie has 4 single page layouts, designed to help you make a dent in that pile. A  
requirements list is available.  
CLEAN & SIMPLE DOUBLES (JH) 
Embrace the white space. It’s clean, it’s simple, it’s uncluttered. Complete 3 double page layouts in this 2 hour class.  
BAZZILL FUN (JC) 
Julie has a wall hanging & single page layout for you in this class, assembled from her stash of Bazzill scraps. A requirements 
list is available.  
FAST & FABULOUS (HM) 
Follow Hannah’s designs to create 3 fabulous & different pages in this 2 hour class.  A class materials list will be available  
before the class so you can prepare your photos & supplies.  
LAYER UPON LAYER UPON LAYER (RA)  
“The K & Co Madeline Rose papers screamed at me to do something luscious – so I have created a layout which has two curvy 
overlapping folds which open to reveal photos on another set of overlapping folds which open to reveal a set of 2 framed photos 
which open to reveal the final large hero photo. The hero photo is mounted on a background of nested shapes. Embellish with a 
bit of bling and you have a truly decadent page – but easy to do! Templates included.” Requirements list available.  
OUR CHILDREN (JC) 
Julie has a double page & a single page layout. The stars of her pages are her children & grandchildren, feel free to bring along 
themed photos of your choice. A requirements list is available.

CLASS  POLICIES
