CARDS 

It is required that newbie stampers attend the Intro to Stamping class before attempting the more advanced 
stamping classes.  
INTRODUCTION TO STAMPING (SC) 
Learn the basics you need to start stamping. This is a hands on class where you will learn all about the types of inks we 
use , embossing and so much more. Fun and informative. This class is also great for scrapbookers wanting to stamp in 
your scrapbooks. All materials supplied.  
STARRY STARRY NIGHT - CUTTLEBUG CARDS (SN) 
Make 4 blue & silver Christmas cards, using your Cuttlebug to embellish your designs. All papers & embellishments are 
in a kit, available for purchase on the day. Please bring your basic tool kit, and your Cuttlebug & accessories if you have 
them. 
FAST & FAB CHRISTMAS CARDS (RJ) (STAMPING) 
Make 4 fast & easy cards, using gorgeous glittery papers & Spellbinder dies. There’s some stamping & colouring  
involved.

Basic 
tools will be supplied, papers and supplies can be purchased on the day.

Piece together a collection of Christmas themed accents for your pages (or last minute Christmas cards?) in Donna’s last 4 hour 
workshop for the year. Get a head start on your Christmas 2008 pages, or catch up on Christmas’ past. 
ECLECTIC COLLECTION (JM)
