CARDS
It is required that newbie stampers attend the Intro to Stamping class before attempting classes that
incorporate stamping.

INTRODUCTION TO STAMPING (SC)
Learn the basics you need to start stamping. This is a hands on class where you will learn all about the types of inks

we use, embossing and so much more. Fun and informative. This class is also great for scrapbookers wanting to
stamp in your scrapbooks. All materials supplied, no need to bring anything.

Embellish them with bling, ribbon, flowers, brads & glitter, & learn a new way to use your corner
rounder. If you have an EK Success Medium Corner Rounder, please bring it to class. Add the finishing touches at
home with your Dimensional Magic & Crystal Stickles.

CUTTLEBUG CARDS (SN)

Stock up on some handy all-occasion cards, in shades of purple & green. Please ask for a requirements list of
materials & tools not included in your kit.

SIMPLY CHIC CARDS (AL)

& paper, embellishments, Cuttlebug and accessories. Class tools, such as the Sizzix & class punches are available for your
use. Please bring a plate of food to share for lunch.

If there is one being used, it does not belong to
the store but is the property of another cropper.

CLASS POLICIES
