INTRODUCTION TO STAMPING (SC)

use , embossing and so much more. Fun and informative. This class is also great for scrapbookers wanting to stamp in 
your scrapbooks. All materials supplied.

This class is adorably simple.   Come along and have a little play with the Making Memories Slice and learn how to make 
your very own original cards.  In class we will be making 5 completely different shaped cards utilising the Slice and  
Spellbinders Nestablitilies.  If you have a Slice of your own, please bring it & your memory cards along, otherwise you 
may share ours for an extra $2-50. Now that's just to get you started on your way to making your own stash at home!  
RIBBON CARDS CLASS (JM)  
We all love ribbons and most of us have an extensive collection.  Let's have some fun with our stash and create 5  
special cards using some die cuts to compliment our card designs.

SCRAPBOOKING 
It is recommended that all newbie scrappers attend the Scrapbooking Intro class. You must supply all your own  
consumables, materials & adhesives, for all classes. Please check at time of booking for any additional class  
requirements.  
INTRO TO SCRAPBOOKING (DB) 
A free class covering the basics of scrapbooking. You will need to bring 4 photos, 2 of which can be cropped to 4” square. Basic 
tools will be supplied, papers and supplies can be purchased on the day. 
**PAPER PIECING WORKSHOP - FARMYARD ANIMALS (DD) 
Make your own farmyard, in Donna’s 4 hour workshop, featuring a variety of pages & animals. These will be perfect to go with 
all those kids & animals photos we have, of pony rides, petting zoos, family pets. Or just make them because they’re plain cute. 
There will be a break for lunch, so don’t forget to bring something to eat. *PLEASE NOTE* This is a repeat of a workshop held 
by Donna in November. 
THREE FROM THREE (JH) 
Want to be thrifty but creative too, or just love some paper so much that you want to use every last bit of it? In this class you will 
follow my sketches to create 3 single page layouts from 3 pieces of patterned paper. Please ask for a materials list.  
REMINISCE (RA)  
This single page layout is suitable for any photos which evoke nostalgic memories in recent or long ago times. Delicate layering 
techniques, soft flowers, doves & ribbon make a special photo (cut to an oval shape) become a treasured memento. A secret 
foldout, revealing a hidden flower, allows for hidden journaling.  
DOUBLE UPS (DD) 
Get more pages for your pattern. In this 2 hour class, see how easy it is to adapt the same basic sketch to make 2 very different 
double page layouts.  
SPRAY IT TO SAY IT (JM) 
If you love to have a range of unique styled pages in your scrapbook then this class will suit your needs.  Come along and  
create 3 layouts incorporating the use of Glimmer Mists and also pick up some ideas using  the Slice.  
ALL MATCHED UP (RA)  
This single page layout features 6 individual match books, perfect for incorporating extra photos or journaling into your layout . 
Robyn’s page has a heritage theme to it, but would be very easy to adapt to modern photos if you prefer.
